Objectives
Expected learning outcomes for the course as a whole
After completing the course, the students should be able to:

» distinguish and account for basic characteristics of the teaching profession in
relation to the subject and its didactics,

» identify and formulate subject-didactic problems m relation to the areas covered
by the programme,

+ apply basic French grammar and language structure, as well as essential aspects
of French syntax in translation and free production,

+ hold conversations, argue and give short presentations in French.

Module 1 France studies and oral language proficiency 7.5 credits
After completing the module, the students should be able to:

» express themselves in speech with a proper pronunciation,

» comprehend and use spoken French in various situations and account for the
main features in the French phonological system,

» account for the main features of French culture and society,

s descrihe the mamn features of the French form of covernment and nolitical
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systen.

Module 2 Written language proficiency 7.5 credits
After completing the module, the students should be able to:

» account for basic grammatical terminology,
s account for structural differences between French and Swedish
» express themselves correctly in written French.

Module 3 Fiction 7.5 credits
After completing the module, the students should be able to:

» account for literary trends during the 20th century,
o account for individual authors™ works, in speech and writing,
» master basic principles for analysing literary texts.

Module 4 Language didactics 7.5 credits
After completing the module, the students should be able to:

« account for and apply theories and concepts within language teaching and
learning,

» discuss language-didactic theories and relate these to practical teaching.

» analyse syllabi and curricula in the subject on the basis of language-didactic
tradition and theory.



Content

Main content of the course

The course covers French geography, history, society and culture. The students practise
their oral and written proficiency through promunciation and writing exercises. Modern
literature and literary history are studied. The course also discusses different
perspectives on knowledge acquisition and language learning. Language-specific
didactic issues are also discussed. Seminars are compulsory. The course inchudes the
following modules:

Module 1 France studies and oral language proficiency 7.5 credifs
The module consists of two parts:

s Oral language proficiency (3.5 credits)

A short literary text is used as the basis for oral exercises and contemporary French
society. This part of the course discusses French pronunciation practice and basic
French phonetics, and the students are given the opportunity to reflect on French
pronunciation practice. These skills are implemented in oral presentations and
discussions.

+ France studies (4 credits)

The module provides an introduction to French geography, historv, society and culture.
The students also develop their basic vocabulary in these areas and practise their ability
to read non-fictional texts.

Module 2 Written language proficiency 7.5 credifs
The module consists of two parts:

s« Written language proficiency (3 credits)

Written proficiency is practised through translations and summary writing. The students
also practise using dictionaries, grammar books and web-based resources as aids in the
solving of various written assignments.

+ Grammar (4.5 credits)

This part of the course begins with a general introduction to grammar in Swedish. The
module covers French syntax and morphology and the students develop their
understanding of the structural differences between Swedish and French. Participation
in scheduled teaching is compulsory.

Moeodule 3 Fiction 7.5 credits

The module provides an mtroduction to 20th-century literature and literary history. On
the basis of the hterary works the students practise their ability to analyse texts from the
perspectives of themes and narrative technique. The texts also form the basis for oral
and written exercises. Extracts from a number of representative authorships are studied
in order to illustrate the main literary trends in the 20th century. A quarter of the literary
works are studied with special focus on vocabulary. Seminars are compulsory.

Module 4 Language didactics 7.5 credifs

This module includes a popular presentation of the research on language learning and
didactics conducted at the Department of Languages. and an introduction to theories of
language learning and language teaching. The module includes critical reviews of
traditions and functions of the subject of language in school and society. The module
also inchudes a field studv at a school. Attendance is compulsory.

Type of Instruction



Teaching is delivered in the form of lectures, seminars and exercises.

Examination

The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U), Pass (G) or Pass with Distinction
(VG).

In order to receive the grade of Pass, the student must achieve the intended learning
outcomes.

In order to receive the grade of Pass with Distinction, the student must have received
the grade of Pass with Distinction for at least 22.5 of 30 credits.

For students who do not pass the first examination, no more than four retake
examinations are provided.

Module 1: France studies (4 credits) is examined through a written examination at the
end of the course. Oral language proficiency (3.5 credits) is examined through oral
presentations, active participation in discussions throughout the course, and a reading
and pronunciation test at the end of the course.

Module 2: Written proficiency (3 credits) is examined through written assignments
throughout the course and a written examination at the end of the course. Grammar (4.5
credits) is examined through a written examination at the end of the course.

Module 3, Fiction, is examined through oral and written presentations throughout the
course and active participation in seminar discussions (2.5 credits) and a written
examination at the end of the course (5 credits).

Module 4 is examined through a written assignment related to the field study, and an oral
presentation. The students are expected to be able to discuss the theories discussed in
the module and relate them to practical work.

Course Evaluation

At the end of the course, a course evaluation is conducted and compiled into a report,
which is made available to students. The report is presented to departmental bodies and
the program adwvisory board concerned, and is archived by the department responsible
for the course.

Any costs in connection to the field study are paid by the student.
