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Prerequisites
General entry requirements.

Objectives
After completing the course, the student should be able to:

» in general terms account for the works and heritage of Ingmar Bergman,

» analyse a selection of the director’s film-making from various theoretical
perspectives,

» independentlv discuss and problematise the research on Bergman included in the
course literature.

Content

This course includes an introduction to Ingmar Bergman’s film-making. Films
representative of different periods of Bergman's film-making are analysed and the
heritage of Bergman is discussed. Literature highlighting different perspectives of
Bergman’s films is studied. The course focuses especially on the relation between film
and other art forms or media in Bergman's film-making (for example the relation
hetween written and visual media, or between film and theatre).

Type of Instruction

The teaching is distance-based and carried out on an online learning platform.

Examination
The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U), Pass (G) or Pass with Distinction
(VG).
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In order to receive the grade of Pass, the sadent must achieve the objectives. Grading
criteria for the grade of Pass with Distinction will be specified when the course starts.

The course is examined through four written assignments and feedback on other
student’s assignments.

For students who do not pass their first examinations, retake examinations are provided
in accordance with local regulations at the university.

Course Evaluation

At the end of the course, a course evaluation is conducted. Results and analysis of the
course evaliation are cormmumicated to the students who have taken the course and the
students who are taking the course when it is offered the next time.

The evaluation is anonymous. The course evaliation is filed according to departmental
regulations.
