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Objectives
Upon completion of the course, students should be able to: 

account for the basis, importance and function of systematic quality work in 
extended school education, school and in society,

explain and reason about how to plan, document, follow up and evaluate 
educational work on the basis of the principles of systematic quality work,

carry out, problematise and identify progression of teaching for the pupils' 
learning and development in relation to relevant perspectives and teaching 
experience.

Content
The course is a continuation of the course Assessing, reviewing and developing 
learning, teaching and education part I,. The course focuses primarly on the systematic 
quality work being carried out in extended school education and school. The students 
are given the opportunity to learn how to assess and develop the extended school 
practice, and the they are also being prepared for coming curriculum reforms through a 
curriculum theoretical approach. 
 
Professional progression 
Students learn how to assess and develop the extended school practice, and within the 
practice of extended school education and school, carrying out systematic quality work 
is also included. Assessment as well as carrying out systematic quality work may be 
considered important parts of teaching and these areas are thus essential parts of the 
teacher's professional competence. The link to the professional practice is strengthened 
through practice-integrated learning as the students are given the opportunity to further 
develop their ability to take action in a professional manner. 
 
Practice-integrated learning offers the student the opportunity to reflect on and 
problematise teaching in extended school education based on didactic and educational 
theories as well as practical elements, and to reflect on the importance of having 
knowledge of the pupils' experiences, knowledge, conditions and diverse ways of 
learning. The students practice how to relate core values stipulated in the policy 
documents to the teaching and their own approach. Practice-integrated learning is 
specifically focused on assessment, systematic quality work and the global values in the 
relationship between teacher and pupil, and between pupil and pupil, as well as the 
teacher's cooperation with the pupils' custodial parents. 
 
Scientific progression 
The course content is intended to enhance previous knowledge and competence about 
the importance of having a scientifically informed approach for a professional practice. 
The course is aimed at developing professionally relevant research literacy by studying, 
evaluating and discussing research publications related to the course content. Special 
emphasis is placed on critically highlighting the importance of research studies to the 
teacher's professional decision-making, and what role theories and theoretical concepts 
may have in relation to educational choices. 
 
Global values 
Assessment and systematic quality work are examined and problematised in the course, 
based on a variety of societal factors and ethical aspects such as diversity and gender. 
Within the scope of the course is discussed how an educational setting characterised by 
the core values given in the policy documents may be designed, and how all the aspects 
of learning for sustainable development are reflected in the compulsory school practice. 
 
Type of Instruction
The types of instruction include lectures, seminars and workshops as well as practice-
integrated learning. 
 
Examination



The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U), Pass (G) or Pass with Distinction (VG). 
 
Examination of the course objectives takes place by means of one oral group 
assignment and one written individual assignment. 
 
In order to receive a grade of Pass, all examinations require the grade Pass. For a grade 
of Pass with Distinction, it is required that the individual assignment is assessed as Pass 
with Distinction. 
 
A retake of the examination is provided in accordance with the Local Regulations for 
First-cycle and Second-cycle Courses and Examination at Linnaeus University. 
 
In the event a student with a disability is entitled to special study support, the examiner 
will decide on adapted or alternative examination arrangements. 
 
Course Evaluation
A course evaluation should be conducted during the course or in connection with its 
conclusion. The results and analysis of the completed course evaluation should be 
promptly communicated to students who have completed the course. Students 
participating in the next course instance should be informed of the results of the 
previous course evaluation and any improvements that have been made, no later than at 
the start of the course.
