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Expected learning outcomes
On completing the course, students should:

¢ understand and be able to account for research issues of gender studies

e Dbe familiar with fundamental concepts, theories and methods in the research field
of gender studies

e Dbe able to perform, based on theories and methods of gender studies, critical
assessment and analysis of phenomena in society and fiction, both orally and in
writing

e be able to perform an analysis from the perspectives of equality and diversity

e be able to formulate problems of gender studies and to identify, formulate and
analyse societal problems

e be able to search for information and evaluate sources from the perspective of
gender studies

Content
Module 1. Welfare, equality, power and integration, 7,5 higher education credits

Module 1 sheds light on the relationship between feministic theory (with its basis in
research into women's issues) and govern-ment equal opportunities work as well as
Sweden’s welfare/welfare model against the background of integration policy in working



life against the background of the Discrimination Act (2008:567). In particular, structural
discrimination and opportunities to exert influence and power by those primarily at risk
of exposure to such discrimination are illuminated.

Module 2. From feminist theory to gender theory, 7.5 higher education credits

Module 2 describes the development of feminist theories from the mid-1940s to the early
2000s.

Module 3. Gender in fiction, 7,5 higher education

Module 3 sheds light on gender issues in Swedish fiction. Texts of literary studies are
analysed on the basis of theories and methods of gender studies.

Module 4. Project on “Issues of Gender Studies”, 7,5 higher education credits

Module 4 is a project to produce a written paper which has to be defended at a seminar.

Type of Instruction
Modules 1-3 include lectures, group discussions and seminars, and require active
participation.

In module 4, students are given the task of writing, individually or in a group, a paper
which is either based on one of the themes or issues dealt with during the course or has
a link to a professional training programme taken (at present or previously) by the
student.

Examination

The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U), Pass (G) or Pass with Distinction
(VG).

Student performance is assessed on an ongoing basis through oral presentations during
modules 1-3, each of which is concluded with a written take-home exam. Module 4 is
concluded with a paper seminar, where each student will present and defend his or her
paper and act as the opponent for another paper presented at the seminar.

Participation in discussions and minor presentations are part of the basis for the
assessment of student performance. Participation in seminars is compulsory.

A retest will be offered a few weeks after the original test for students who have not
successfully passed the original test. At least 5 tests will be offered.

The grades are Pass with Distinction (80%-100%), Pass (60%-79%) or Failure (0%-
59%).

Students at Linnaeus University are entitled to have the course grade translated into the
7-step ECTS scale. A request to have the grades translated must be made to the
teacher at the start of the course.

Course Evaluation

A written course evaluation is performed and compiled into a report to be kept in the
university school archives. The result and any measures taken are communicated to the
course co-ordinator and presented to the students participating the next time the course
is offered.
