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Objectives
On completion of the course, students should be able to: 

Discuss and relate to the varying living conditions of women and men 
throughout history.

•

Account for and relate to concepts and theory formations that are and have been 
central to gender history research.

•

Discuss the relevance, usability and development of the gender perspective in 
historical research as well as what a historical perspective can contribute to 
gender science.

•

Content
On the basis of a mainly western context, the course deals with the ways in which 
comprehensions of power, sex, body and sexuality have been structured in history, as 
well as how they format the organisation of society, distribution of power and women's 
and men's lives. With a basis in modern ways of looking at a problem, the course 



provides a brief orientation over how marriage, equality, parenthood and sexuality have 
been comprehended and organised in different times. From a historiographical 
approach, the ways in which theoretical and methodological influences have, over time, 
shaped historical research about woman and gender are also discussed.

Type of Instruction
Teaching is web-based.

Examination
The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U), Pass (G) or Pass with Distinction (VG). 
 
The grading is based on assessment of the written exams, reports and the student’s 
ability to present and discuss report contents. Results are graded using one of the terms 
Passed with distinction, Pass or Fail, and A-F according to the ECTS scale 
 
Students who do not achieve a satisfactory result in the examinations are permitted to 
make a second attempt approximately 5-8 weeks after the normal examination date. The 
student will have a minimum of five occasions for written exams in relation to the 
syllabus to which the student was accepted. Usually 3 occasions per academic year.

Course Evaluation
A written evaluation in conducted and complied in a report, which is filed at the 
department. The result and actions, if taken, are communicated to the teacher 
responsible for the course and presented to the students in the way most appropriate 
according to the teacher responsible for the course. Other types of evaluations, such as 
continuous during the course or oral communication with the students, can occur and is 
encouraged to secure continuous quality improvement.
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
