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Prerequisites
General entry requirements.

Expected learning outcomes
Having completed the course the students should be able to:

» read and write in hiragana and katakana, and recognize approximatelv 15 Chinese
characters i kanji

« construct simple sentences,

» conduct simple conversations.

Content

The course includes training in speaking and writing Japanese as well as exercises for
listening and reading comprehension. The phonetic writing svstems hiragana and
katakana as well as some Chinese characters, kanji, are studied. The course also
inchudes studies of basic grammar.

Type of Instruction
Teaching consists of oral and written language traming, including histening
comprehension exercises. Participation in certain activities is mandatory.

Examination

The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U7), Pass (G) or Pass with Distinction
(VG).

Examination and grading is based on an oral presentation and written examinations
conducted continually throughout the course. For more detailed information, consult the

For students who fail to earn a Pass grade at the first examination opporfunity, a
maximmum of four additional examination opportunities will be provided.

Course Evaluation
When the course has finished, an evaliation is compiled. The results are reported to the
students and then archived according to the rules of the school.
