The students furthermore improve their
knowledge about how children’s literature develops after the Second World War from
different historical, pedagogical and literary prerequisites.

Type of Instruction
Instruction consists of lectures, exercises and excursions, in group as well as
individually.

Examination

The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U), Pass (G) or Pass with Distinction
(VG).

Examination may occur as oral and written examinations as well as active participation
in class.
