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Prerequisites
General entry requirements and Mathematics B or Mathematics 2a / 2b / 2c.

Objectives

After completed the course the student is expected to be able to:

« account for the most important standards in media technology

« conduct a critical legal analysis of the problems that can occur with media law
and preferably web design

» discuss the legal importance in media law, both orally and in writing

Content

The course is given within the framework of the bachelor program Interactive Media
and Web Technologies, and runs as a critical perspective within the students' project
course, which mainly aims to develop a project in the form of a client-based website
built on principles of mformation architecture and user-centered design. The legal
elements designed to provide students with critical legal tools so that they become aware
of the legal rules governing the areas of media and web design. Among other things,
inchided is also a compulsory element of information search in respect of legal source
material.

Type of Instruction
Lectures, laborations and seminars. The project is carried out as a group project.
Mandatory parts are stated in the schedule.

Examination
The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U) or Pass (G).



The assessment is by the means of a critical legal assessment and analysis of the
possibility to realize a self-selected web project. Part of the project mvolves time
planning the project and i conjunction with it to make assessments of the need for legal
external consultation. The project is assessed contimuously, but it finishes after the web
project has been published and presented. both orally and in writing. In order to achieve
a passing grade requires that all reports are completed within prescribed time.

After each regular examination there will be at least one new examination in close
proximity to the date the results of the regular exam were posted. Usually three
occasions per academic year are offered. Students who have failed the project must
implement a renewed critical jurisprudential analysis of the project to achieve a passing
grade.

Grading criteria for the U-G scale are communicated in writing to the student by the
start of the course/module at the latest, as well as how grades on separate elements of
examination are weighed to a final course grade.

Course Evaluation

During the implementation of the course or in close connection to the course a course
evaluation is to be carried out. Result and analysis of the course evaluation is to be
presented as feedback both to the students who have completed the course and to the
students who are to participate on the course the next time it is offered. The course
evaluation is to be carried out anonymously.
