special focus on dictatorships,

» describe the mstitutional differences between democracy and dictatorship,
s describe the institutional conditions for different tvpes of dictatorships, and

» discuss and analyse contemporary dictatorial regimes in the world

Type of Instruction

Instruction takes place by means of lectures and seminars.

Examination

The course is assessed with the grades A B, C. D E. Fx or F.

Grade A represents the highest grade, and the subsequent grades follow in descending
order, where grade E is the lowest grade that qualifies as a Pass. A grade of F means
that the student’s performance is classed as a Fail Fx is not a grade and is only used

when a student 1s permitted to supplement his'her examination.
