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Prerequisites
General entry requirements and 1-60 credits in creative writing.

Objectives
After completing the course, the student should be able to:

» analyse the conditions and context of thewr own writing and comment on their
own and others’ texts analytically,

» account for, analyse and critically review knowledge in the field of artistic
research and relate this to their own writing.

» use literary language creatively and personally in a major, coherent project.

After completing module 1, The context of the hterary text (10 credits), the student
should be able to:

« write a text which critically analyses literary writing or essay writing on the basis
of contemporary theories, aesthetic requirements and evaluation mechanisms,
» critically discuss therr own writing in relation to hterary and societal contexts.

After completing module 2, Artistic project (20 credits), the student should be able to:
« independently plan, structure and conduct a literary project,

+ critically comment on their own and others™ writing on the basis of theoretical and
literary perspectives.



Content

Module 1. The context of the literary text, 10 credits

The student writes an essay documenting their own artistic process or analysing a more
general bterary theme. In both cases, theoretical and aesthetic perspectives must be
taken into account, as well as literary and societal contexts.

Module 2. Artistic project, 20 credits

In consultation with a supervisor, the student chooses either to continue with an ongoing
project or initiate a new one. The assignment constitutes a degree project. In parallel to
this, the student writes short reflective texts on their own work and their fellow students”
texts, on the basis of theoretical literary and contextual perspectives.

Under certain circumstances, the project may be written in English, for example if it is
conducted within or in collaboration with an international organisation.

All assignments in the course are compulsory.

Type of Instruction

Teaching is primarily delivered in the form of supervision, campus workshops, written
assignments and discussions. both on campus and through an online learning platform.
The critical comments and reflections the students write on their own and each other’s
texts are also part of the teaching. The teaching is based on mndependent studies on the
basis of the teacher’s instructions, but contimous commmication between students is
also a crucial element i the course.

Examination

The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U), Pass (G) or Pass with Distinction
(VG).

In order to receive the grade of Pass, the student must achieve the objectives. In order
to receive the grade of Pass with Distinction, the student must demonstrate qualified
analvtical and synthetic skills, independence in their literary work, as well as a well-
developed literary language. In order to receive the grade of Pass with Distinction, the
student must have received the grade of Pass with Distinction in module 2. For students
who do not pass the first examinations, retake examinations are provided in accordance
with local regulations at the university.

The course is examined through continuous assignments and active participation in all
parts of the course.

Course Evaluation

At the end of the course, a course evaluation is conducted. Results and analysis of the
course evaluation are commumnicated to the students who have taken the course and the
students who are taking the course when it 1s offered the next time.

The evaluation is anonymous. The course evaluation is filed according to departmental
regulations.
