in relation to the programme

¢ plan, implement and present a scientific study

e search for scientific facts

e choose the relevant technical literature in the field and position their own work in
this context

e cvaluate and analyze the results of their study

e express themselves professionally in writing and speech

Content
Independent engineering work comprising theoretical and/or experimental activities
including the subsequent report-writing

Type of Instruction
The degree project is conducted independently including literature studies and fact



search.

Tutors are chosen from the School of Technology and Design as well as from
cooperating companies when relevant.

The language of the (oral and written) presentation of the degree project is decided by
the examiner in consultation with the tutor.

Examination
The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U) or Pass (G).
To successfully complete the course the students are required to have

e meritoriously carried out their degree project

e presented the degree project in a written report according to the required report
template and made an oral presentation - included both a Swedish and an English
summary in the report

Course Evaluation
When the course has finished, an evaluation is compiled. The results are reported to the
students and then archived according to the rules of the school.
