» applv theories of gender and postcolonialism on Astrid Lindgren™s works.



Content

Module 1, A critical reading of Astrid Lindgren’s works, 7.5 credits

This module discusses Astrid Lindgren’s works and the development of children’s and
voung adult iterature after World War II from various historical. pedagogical and
literary perspectives. The students also develop their knowledge of the post-war history
of children’s and young adult literature, in order to be able to contextualise the texts
discussed in the module.

Module 2, Astrid Lindegren’s works from various theoretical perspectives, 7.5
credits

This module includes in-depth studies of a number of texts from various theoretical
perspectives, for example gender, intermediality, intertextuality and postcolonial theory.
The students develop their knowledge of how these theoretical perspectives can be
applied on Astrid Lindgren’s works.

Type of Instruction
Teaching is distance-based and delivered in the form of lectures, seminars and
supervision.

Examination

The course is assessed with the grades Fail (U), Pass (G) or Pass with Distinction
(VG).

The course is examined through continuous analysis assignments and a final paper. In
order to receive the grade of Pass, the student must achieve the objectives. Grading
criteria for the grade of Pass with Distinction will be specified when the course starts.
In order to receive the grade of Pass with Distinction on the course as a whole, the
student must have received this grade in both modules.

For students who do not pass the first examinations, retake examinations are provided in
accordance with local regulations at the university.

Course Evaluation

At the end of the course, a course evaluation is conducted. Results and analysis of the
course evaliation are communicated to the students who have taken the course and the
students who are taking the course when it is offered the next time. The evaliation is
anonvmous. The course evaluation is filed according to departmental regulations.
